Worshiping with the Revised
Common Lectionary

When designing worship services and selecting
biblical passages on which to preach, a pastor has
many different choices at their disposal. Some like
to pick a book of the Bible (say, 1 Corinthians) and
for a period they will go through that entire book
verse by verse, a little bit each Sunday, until they
have covered the entire text. Others like to pick a
theme (something like “Wrestling with Doubt”),
and they will pick passages of scripture that deal
with that theme. Another option is to use a pre-
scribed schedule of readings, or a lectionary, and
use that as the basis for scripture readings and
preachings in our worship service. There is some-
thing to be said for all these approaches - they
each have their strengths and weaknesses.

My own approach is that of lectionary preaching.

| let the scriptural passages we read each week be
determined by a pre-set order and base my ser-
mon on those texts. Specifically, | use the Revised
Common Lectionary. It is used by many denomina-
tions throughout the world, including many United
Methodists. The lectionary follows a three-year cy-
cle of readings, each centering around a particular
Gospel. We are currently smack-dab in the middle
of Year C, which follows the Gospel of Luke. When
Advent comes along, we will cycle back to year A
and switch our focus to the Gospel of Matthew.

As | said above, no system for selecting readings

is perfect, but | wanted to share with you a few
reasons why | choose to preach with the RCL,
especially as it is different from what you have been
used to.

1. The lectionary connects us to the global church.
While not used universally, the RCL is used
by countless churches of many denominations
across the globe. There is something power-
ful about the idea that tens of thousands of
churches are all reckoning with the same text at
the same time. It helps us think of ourselves not
as a church, located in a building on E. Viking
Blvd., but as a part of the Church.

2. The lectionary reinforces the church calendar.
Christians live not by the calendar of the world,
but by the liturgical calendar. This calendar
begins in the darkness and waiting of Advent,
through the light of Christmas time, through
Lent and Easter, to Pentecost and Ordinary
Time. The lectionary helps us feel this sense
of church-time in a deeper way by letting the
liturgical calendar aid the scripture.

3. The lectionary takes the choice out of my
hands. | take seriously the notion that the ser-
mon is meant to be heard as the Word of God: a
fallible, human word, which by the grace of the
Holy Spirit may become a divine address to us.
It is a task of great seriousness and responsibili-
ty. When seen in that light, placing the decision
as to what | will preach on purely in my own
hands feels...off. | could only preach the passag-
es of the Bible that | especially like or that I'm
comfortable with. | could avoid large sections
of the Bible altogether. | could get stuck in
ruts and habits and struggle to pull myself out.
The RCL takes that choice out of my hands. It
forces me to say that this week’s text, whatever

it may be, is the word of God for the people of
God this week.

One practice to consider is to take these lectionary
readings and make them part of your own Bible
study. Every week on Monday, look at this newslet-
ter and see what the upcoming scriptures for next
Sunday’s sermon are and make it a point to read
them over the week. It’s not a tremendous amount
of reading each week, but over a three year cycle
you'll have read widely from all the different parts

of the Bible.
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
